Last year, | worked on a group project for a mechanical
engineering design course. Our task was to develop a small-
scale wind turbine prototype that could efficiently generate
power. The team consisted of five members, each assigned to
specific roles like design, simulation, fabrication, and testing.
Early in the project, we realized there were gaps in
communication, which caused delays and misalignment between
the design and fabrication phases.
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As one of the team members responsible for the design phase, |
realized that better teamwork and coordination were essential
for us to meet our project deadlines and deliver a cohesive
prototype.
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| suggested we set up weekly progress meetings where each
member could share updates and discuss challenges. | also
created a shared document where we tracked tasks, deadlines,
and dependencies, ensuring everyone stayed on the same page.
To further enhance collaboration, | volunteered to help the
fabrication team understand design specifications, so they
could align their processes with the intended prototype.
